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Foreword

‘ ‘ At the end of another busy and exciting year, it

is with great pleasure that we present the
Annual Report of Menter laith Sir Caerffili for
the year 2018-19. It is not possible to face
challenges without the commitment and
enthusiasm of staff, officers and members of
the Management Committee, volunteers and
partners. The past year has seen a number of
exciting developments based on new projects,
additional funding together with continual
responses to the needs of local communities.
Menter laith succeeded in securing over
£800,000 in funding for Welsh medium

Agricultural Fund for Rural Development and
childcare fees. Partnership work has once
again been a central part of our work and has
included working closely with a number of
local, regional and national organisations. In
addition, the Menter succeeded in developing
high quality services as a consequence of
financial support from a large range of funders.
Several new and exciting schemes and projects
were launched during the year. The
commitment and strong guidance from
members of the Management Committee has
been crucial, together with the enthusiasm

and cooperation of a close and strong team of

staff and the support and significant
contribution of volunteers. , ,

Welsh medium childcare
within Caerphilly Borough.

Our 8 locations which have a
total of 20 childcare settings,
are extremely successful with
the number of families
accessing our provisions
increasing each term.

On average, 720 children attend our
schemes each week and we are able to
provide over 60,000 childcare places per
year. We are inspected in detail by CIW
and we ensure that our childcare staff
are well qualified, committed and
enthusiastic! We now employ over 70
part time childcare staff. The service
provides an essential opportunity to
offer employment through the medium
of Welsh for Welsh speakers within the
county and ensures that young people
gaining qualifications in the sector are
able to secure employment locally
through the medium of Welsh.

We now provide a range of childcare
including breakfast care, after school
care and holiday care within the 9
locations. In addition, due to our
successful relationship with the county's
Welsh medium schools, we now provide
6 wraparound childcare schemes to
meet the need for childcare for those
children attending part-time nursery
education within schools. The schemes
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are developing extremely well. Further
plans are developing for additional after
school and holiday childcare schemes.
We are extremely grateful to our
Childcare Business Manager, Tracy
Reeves and our Childcare Support
Officers, Jayne Nowaczek and Rhiannon
Tucker for their work in supporting our
childcare staff and in ensuring that we
provide a high quality service through
the medium of Welsh for families across
Caerphilly County. During January 2019,
we welcomed a new member of staff to
our childcare team, Maria Lees. Maria
had been working in our provisions at
Ysgol y Castell for a number of years and
has now taken up a post as a Support
Officer. Maria, alongside our other
officers will be supporting our provisions
across the county.

During the year, our service has been
part of an exciting new programme from
Welsh Government, the Childcare Offer
for Wales. The programme offers 30
hours of free childcare for families with
working parents who meet specific
criteria. Our provisions within the
Pengam, Abercarn Ystrad Mynach and
Caerphilly areas are now part of the
programme which offers a new
opportunity for working parents to
receive financial support with their
childcare costs and our Welsh medium
provisions have been a signiciant part of
the successful development of the
programme in the county.

Our Canadram
group has now developed to be an extremely
successful and popular group which meets
weekly at Newbridge Memo under the
leadership of two very enthusiastic tutors.
Canadram performed within Ffiliffest 2018 and
our Christmas Fair. We aim to continue to
develop these opportunities further in order to

ensure that there are local opportunities for
children and young people to enjoy the arts and
develop performance skills through the medium
of Welsh.

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The Siarter Iaith

he Siarter laith is now operating across all of the

county's Welsh language schools with the 11

primaries committed to following the charter
and its principals. The aim of the Siarter is to support
pupils and schools to use the Welsh language as much
as possible during the school day, while playing and
while taking part in community activities. Each school
has its own targets to achieve the Bronze, Silver and
Gold levels and it's possible to measure the effect of
the Siarter on the use of Welsh amongst pupils on an
annual basis. Menter Caerffili has a significant role
while supporting children, young people and their
families to use the Welsh language outside of school
and within the community. In order to support schools
with this work, Morgan Roberts has been offering
workshops and digital clubs within schools. This
provision has supported our work of developing a
Welsh language on-line community by encouraging

children and young people to create on-line content in
Welsh and to network in Welsh on-line. In addition, we
have worked in partnership with the organisation
Head4Arts in order to develop an exciting reading
project which combines Welsh language literature
with technology. Our officers Bethan Jones-Ollerton
and Morgan Roberts worked with three Welsh
medium schools,Ysgol Gymraeg Trelyn, Ysgol Gymraeg
Penalltau and Ysgol Cwm Gwyddon on the
Twlletteratura project using the Betwyll technology
which allows children to read Welsh language books in
digital fformat and to share comments and questions
with children from other Welsh medium schools. The
children also took part in the translation process of a
book into Welsh. We were very pleased to be working
in partnership with Head4Arts and look forward to
seineg further projects developing.
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Adult Classes

uring the past year, a varied programme of opportunities for adults to learn new skills through the medium of

Welsh has been developed. A range of taster courses were held including, needle crafts, cookery, lino printing

and flower arranging. Following the success of a number of these taster sessions, a weekly flower arranging
course and needle crafts course were delivered. During the year, over 80 adults attended our programme of classes.
We continue to consult with adults in order to determine what their needs for further classes are.

he walking club has developed to be one of

Project Llais' buggest successes this year and

we now have a dedicated group of local adults
who meet weekly on a Wednesday morning to walk
along a variety of paths and routes across the
borough. Members of the group itself plan the walks
and meet in Menter Caerffili's office to decide on the
programme for the coming months. Morgan, our
Project Officer was responsible for establishing the
group and leads the group. However, a number of
members now also lead the walks in addition to an
officer from Caerphilly C.B. Council's Countryside
and Parks Department, who has learnt Welsh and is
eager to these opportunities develop.




Welsh Adult Learners

Welsh learners has been a long term

priority for Menter laith. We now have a
large number of learners who rely on Menter laith
for opportunities to increase their confidence in
using the Welsh language and to meet other

P roviding activities and opportunities for

learners. We organize weekly coffee mornings,
monthly Saturday chats and two monthly reading
clubs. In addition, a number of events were
organized specifically for learners during the year
including quiz nights, guided walks and lunch clubs.
A trip to Porthmadog was also organized and
enabled learners and fluent speakers to visit
another area of Wales while using their Welsh
language skills. It should be noted that we have
received considerable support and commitment

ue to our partnership with CADW, Ffiliffest

Castle. During the first weekend in June, we
held a festival of activities and stalls for the whole
family in this fantastic location, including a huge
display of folk dancing by local primary schools.
Over 5000 people visited during the day and visitors
enjoyed performances by Martyn Geraint and local
performers in addition to the folk dancing and a
number of leading Welsh bands and groups. For the
first time, we held a Ffiliffest Gig later in the evening,
in partnership with Y Selar. The Gig provided and
opportunity to enjoy some of Wales' leading Welsh
language bands in a local venue while also increasing
awareness of the Welsh language music scene. The
audience was able to enjoy the music of Chroma,
Mellt, Wigwam and Y Sybs. We are very grateful to

wide race that promotes the Welsh language

expanded and ended in Caerphilly Town.

Caerphilly County Borough's
Five Year Welsh Language
Strategy 2017-2022

he past year has seen the second year of the Strategy with a range of partners and various departments

of Caerphilly County Borough working collaboratively to achieve the aims and objectives of the Strategy.

The Strategy was launched formally by the Minister for the Welsh Language and Lifelong Learning, Alun
Davies at Ffiliffest in June 2017 and subsequently partners have worked closely on a number of projects.

The Strategy recognises the substantial work which is already happening in addition to providing a challenge
for us all to increase the number of opportunities and services available through the medium of Welsh locally.
As a Forum, we are particularly eager to see an increase in the number of services which are available locally
for children, young people and their families in order to meet the growing demand across the borough. While
developing the Strategy, we were also eager to develop targets which would support Welsh Government's
ambition of a million Welsh speakers by 2050.

During the year, Menter Caerffili agreed to conduct a mystery shopper exercise on behalf of Caerphilly County
Borough Council in order to test its reception services in terms of a Welsh language service, including libraries,
leisure centres and main offices. The exercise was extremely useful and highlights the considerable work
which has developed under the leadership of Anwen Cullinane, the Senior Policy Officer (Equalities and Welsh
Language) for Caerphilly County Borough Council.

At the end of March 2019, a number stakeholders reported on progress in terms of the Strategy's targets

during the year. The Strategy offers a firm basis and a strategic vision for increasing the use of the language in
Caerphilly county and we look forward to witnessing the impact of the Strategy during the coming years.



Welsh Language Forum

enter laith coordinates and leads a Forum

of organisations and individuals who work

through the medium of Welsh or bilingually.
The Forum aims to provide an opportunity to work in
partnership, share good practice and to develop a
strong local voice on behalf of the Welsh language.
The Forum made a key contribution to the
development of Ffiliffest and a range of topics and
issues are discussed during meetings including the
importance of services for children and young people.
Menter Caerffili feels very fortunate that we have such

an active Forum with a wide range of representatives
from various organisations including Urdd Gobaith
Cymru, Mudiad Meithrin, Cymraeg i Blant, Merched y
Wawr, Coleg y Cymoedd, Gwent Welsh for Adults
Centre, Siloh Christian Centre, CwmNi paper, RhAG and
Gwent Police. It is hoped that the Forum will continue
to develop and provide an opportunity to convey a
strong and influential voice in support for the Welsh
language locally.




t the beginning of the year, exciting project,
Welsh in Business, began its second year. There
is a strong business case for use of the Welsh

language within business and support is needed more
than ever to assist businesses to do this effectively.

Funded by the European Agricultural Fund for Rural
Development, the project aims to work with
employers and organisations to support, facilitate and
increase the use of the Welsh language and to
encourage businesses to use the Welsh language as a
tool to promote activities and economic development
within the county. The project is a two year pilot and
we welcomed Huw Rowlands as our new Welsh in
Business Officer in May 2017. Huw has been working
with Menter Caerffili's other officers to develop the
essential work of mentoring and enabling businesses
to operate in a new way which uses the Welsh
language and supports businesses to grow and sustain
the local economy.

By the end of the project, Huw has now worked with
over 40 businesses by supporting them with their use
of the Welsh language across their work including
marketing, recruitment and branding. Huw has also
adapted our scheme, The Road to Bilingualism which is
operating within the childcare sector, by developing a

version for the business sector. In
addition to providing focused
support, the project also worked
closely with business networks
and forums across the county and
targets particular sectors such as
the food and drink industry. You may
also have seen more visible Welsh across
the county, particularly on some of the area's high
streets as Huw distributes bilingual open and closed
signs and other resources which demonstrate that
businesses welcome the use of the Welsh language by
customers. Huw has also linked his work to the Siarter
laith amongst local Welsh medium primary schools. As
part of the project, Huw has visited schools and invited
pupils to join him as he distributes resources to local
businesses.

In April 2019, we were very pleased that
the project was able to transfer to the
national project, Cymraeg Byd Busnes,
which is a partnership between the
Mentirau Iaith and Welsh Government.
Huw has joined a network of 12 officers
across Wales, supporting businesses to
increase their use of the Welsh language.
